60 REPEAT DUI OFFENDERS SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETE YEAR IN AKRON MUNICIPAL
COURT'S TREATMENT PROGRAM

So far six Ohio courts — in Marion, Richland, Clermont, Butler, Athens and Summit counties — have
established DUI dockets, paid for by federal grant money. Clermont's was the first, started about
three years ago. The model is still being studied to determine its effectiveness. But Melissa Knopp,
manager of the Supreme Court's specialized-dockets section, said the court is hopeful that treating
the underlying causes of alcohol abuse will dramatically reduce recidivism and give offenders a real
shot at recovery from their addictions. "Our goal is to look at the whole person, instead of just the
little piece that is the offense they committed," Knopp said. "We want to determine what the offender
needs to become a productive member of society and stop the revolving door into the jailhouse."

SERIOUS MENTAL ILLNESS WIDESPREAD PROBLEM AT JAILS

Lake County Sheriff Daniel Dunlap said there are at least two or three people sitting in his jail at this
moment with severe suicidal tendencies. "You could walk in the jail right now and find 20 people very
easily who have deep-seated problems with psychosis, bipolar disorder, neurosis or schizophrenia,"
the sheriff said. "We are facing those problems every day here. As the mental health system continues
to crumble, more responsibility continues to fall on the jails. We're doing the best we can, but we're
not a mental hospital." Dunlap's office is not alone. More...

TEEN DRUG COURT TOUGH

Lake County Juvenile Court Judge Karen Lawson made it clear the teenage boy before her during a
recent hearing in her Drug Court was in trouble for violating probation by smoking marijuana. "You
know you'll have to go downstairs. That's where you are going for 24 hours," the judge said, referring
to the one-room lockup cell below her first-floor court based in Painesville. More...

CUYAHOGA COUNTY JAIL PROGRAM TO SAVE BIG BUCKS ON SHORT-TERM INMATE
STAYS

Cuyahoga County Jail administrators anticipate saving hundreds of thousands of dollars a year by
segregating low-level felony suspects who are likely to post bond within 24 to 48 hours. A trial
program started May 26 with male inmates and expanded to female inmates a week later. The
inmates are kept in street clothes and are not given in-depth physicals like other defendants. Each is
still given a medical questionnaire, and those who inform jailers about health problems receive
physicals, officials said. More...

SENTENCING-OVERHAUL BATTLE BREWING IN SENATE

A much-debated criminal-sentencing overhaul that would allow some inmates to earn early-release
credit is heading for a showdown in an Ohio Senate committee next week. Sen. Timothy J. Grendell,
chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee, said he agreed to bring Senate Bill 22 to a vote, but he
won't predict the outcome.

"There will be testimony, and I think there are going to be a series of amendments," the Chesterland
Republican said. More...

NAME CHANGE IS RIGHT FOR MRDD

The Butler County Board of Mental Retardation and Developmental Disabilities — along with
similarly named agencies around Ohio — are about to undergo an identity change.

The Ohio General Assembly and Gov. Ted Strickland are poised to enact a law, Senate Bill 79, to
remove the word “retardation” from the names of state and county MRDD agencies. Thus, the local
board will soon be known simply as the Butler County Board of Developmental Disabilities, while the
Ohio Department of MRDD will become the Ohio Department of Developmental Disabilities.

PROBATION AND PAROLE IN THE UNITED STATES

The Bureau of Justice Statistics just released Probation and Parole in the United States, 2007 Statistical
Tables. Data come from the 2007 Annual Probation Survey and the 2007 Annual Parole Survey, as
well as from the Administrative Office of the U.S. Courts. Probationers are defined here as criminal
offenders who have been sentenced to a period of correctional supervision in the community in lieu
of incarceration. Parole is defined as a period of conditional supervised release (determined by a
parole board or by mandatory conditional release) following a prison term. The following are
highlights taken from this report.

e In 2007, the total Federal, State, and local adult correctional population (incarcerated or in
the community) grew 2.0% to over 7.3 million. Offenders under community supervision
accounted for nearly 70% of the correctional population.

e About 3.2% of the U.S. adult resident population was under correctional supervision at year
end 2007, and 2.2% of the U.S. adult resident population was under community supervision.

¢ The U.S. probation population increased 1.8% in 2007 to 4,293,163 adults on probation.

e Ohio ranked fifth in the total number on probation, with an estimated 254,898. This
represents an increase of 4.2% from January 1, 2007, to December 31, 2007.

e Ohio’s probation rate of 2,917 per 100,000 adult residents was greater than the national rate
of 1,873 per 100,000 adult residents.

e The parole population in the U.S. increased 3.2% in 2007, to 824,365 adults on parole.

e Ohio ranked twelfth in the total number on parole, with 17,575. This represents a decrease of
0.2% from January 1, 2007 to December 31, 2007.

e Ohio’s parole rate of 201 per 100,000 adult residents was less than the national average of 360
per 100,000 adult residents.

e Of the total number of adults leaving parole in 2007, 44.5% successfully completed their time,
and 38.0% returned to jail or prison. Of those who returned to jail or prison, over 70%
returned with revocation.

e In Ohio, there were 10,035 adults exiting parole in 2007. Of these, 74.0% successfully
completed their term, and 18.7% returned to jail or prison.
