MEMORANDUM DECISION 
 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 

{¶ 1} 1) On July 31, 2008, plaintiff, Albert Trohan, a resident at defendant, 

Ohio Veterans Home, suffered property damage when his television set was rendered 

inoperative by an electrical power surge.  Plaintiff, James Trohan, who has power of 

attorney for plaintiff, Albert Trohan, filed this complaint seeking to recover damages in 

the amount of $153.53, the cost of television repair.  Plaintiff, James Trohan, paid the 

$25.00 filing fee and requested reimbursement of that cost along with the damage 

claim. 

{¶ 2} 2) Defendant filed an investigation report admitting responsibility for 

the loss claimed, plus filing fee reimbursement. 

{¶ 3} 3) Plaintiff, James Trohan, filed a response expressing his agreement 

with the admissions noted in the investigation report. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

{¶ 4} 1) Sufficient proof of liability on the part of defendant has been shown.

990.
